Because He First Loved Us

Have you ever thought about being Adam? Being the first human being? Walking with God. Or Eve, taken from the side of her mate? God put His created Word at their fingertips. Everything unmarred and unblemished. They experienced perfection.

Each day they communed with God Himself. Without sin they could stand in the presence of God and share in His Majestic Glory face to face. Just think of it, you are walking through the garden and notice the sun is getting low on the horizon. You realize the time has come again to take a stroll with your Maker.
