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Going Up

In the last days the mountain of the Lord’s temple will be established as the highest of the mountains; it will be exalted above the hills, and peoples will stream to it. Many nations will come and say, “Come, let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the temple of the God of Jacob. He will teach us his ways, so that we may walk in his paths.” The law will go out from Zion, the word of the Lord from Jerusalem.

[Micah 4:1-2]

We have been called: “Go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the temple of the God of Jacob.”

As I read this passage something stirs within my soul. “Going up” is not just a figure of speech. The Lord beckons us to return home – to Jerusalem, the city of our God. We are called to bless Israel and Israel is called to bless the nations. She has done so continuously since Abram set his foot there and blessed Melchizedek, King of Salem (Jerusalem).

As Abram returned from rescuing his nephew Lot, the inhabitants of his village, and their belongings, the man from Ur chose to honor the Lord at Mount Zion. Knowing that many would want to take credit for the Lord’s doing, Abram chose to keep none of the spoils of victory. Rather, he blessed the priest of Salem. Accordingly, Melchizedek blessed Abram.

From that day forward the entire world has benefited from Abram’s exemplary gesture. The Lord entered in covenant with Abram, who became our spiritual father Abraham. All are beneficiaries of his faith and the resulting manifold blessings of God upon humanity through the gifts He has bestowed on Israel. [Genesis 14-18]

Why did Moses turn aside to see the burning bush? This was not the path he had set upon. The outcome of his decision to view the glory of God ultimately led to the emancipation of millions of Hebrew slaves. Going to the Promised Land, Moses returned and received the Ten Commandments from God. Such is the blessing of faith. [Exodus 3 & 20]

Abram came to the mountain of the Lord. Moses came to Mount Sinai. Because we are the children of the Book, the mountain of the Lord will always beckon. Having been rescued, we return home, bringing the firstfruits of our lives to Mount Zion.

Let us go to Jerusalem! This is our act of faith. This is the pathway to blessings. We often talk about being faithful to God, but how often do we actually do as the Lord instructs? Following the Lord’s leading is not hard, nor is it impossible – God sets it within reach. It just appears to be inconvenient, yet this is where the blessing awaits!
