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Dwelling with God

And you shall take for yourselves on the first day the fruit of beautiful trees, branches of palm trees, the boughs of leafy trees, and willows of the brook; and you shall rejoice before the Lord your God for seven days. [Leviticus 23:40]

Did you ever wonder about the meaning of Sukkoth, or the Feast of the Tabernacles as to how it is a picture of Jews and Gentiles dwelling together under the same covering?

How can we help but to offer our own firstfruits in response to His? This simple act acknowledges that God alone is our source for our wellbeing.
