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And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. [Colossians 3:14]
This morning I read an article about Abraham Lincoln and his fight to maintain the unity of this country we call the United States of America. Who would think that maintaining unity would be the cause of a Civil War?
The author of this message is David Parsons from ICEJ (International Christian Embassy in Jerusalem). David tells us that after the second battle of Bull Run, where the Union Army took a serious beating, President Lincoln concluded that the work God was doing was going to take much longer than he had hoped.

Lincoln’s conclusion was that the Lord needed to set our nation straight after we refused to grant slaves their full rights to citizenship when we signed our Constitution. Further legislation also avoided the principle, “All men are created equal.” The lack of edification for all peoples had to be purged from our system of government.

Lincoln was a man of faith, who refused to use the bible as a weapon of division. Quite the opposite, one of his most famous quotations came from the heart of the Holy Scriptures:
“A house divided against itself cannot stand.”

These words have not faded from glory. They stand as sentinels over our existence. People of faith recognize that humanity must submit everything that comes between ourselves and God.

The battle for a more perfect union will not end on man’s terms. God has seen to that. He has done it throughout history, and He’s doing it today.

God sent His Firstfruits to exemplify the perfect union he offers to humanity. That offer still stands, and will always stand. I encourage us all to place above every virtue love. That is what gives life meaning and purpose.
