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Blood Moons

And God said, “Let there be lights in the vault of the sky to separate the day from the night, and let them serve as signs to mark sacred times, and days and years, and let them be lights in the vault of the sky to give light on the earth.” And it was so
[Genesis 1:14-15].

Over the past few months my attention has been drawn to a seldom-studied phrase in the creation account: “let them serve as signs to mark sacred times.” I have often contemplated the separation of day and night – light and darkness. But in recent days my study of the four blood moons has redirected my thoughts.

Mark Biltz, author of a book entitled “Blood Moons,” points to God’s first description for the sun and moon – to view the heavenly bodies “as signs to mark sacred times.” God placed these objects in the sky to draw our attention to His design for our time on earth – to acknowledge Passover, The Day of Atonement, and Feast of Tabernacles.

There are seven such feasts, corresponding to months, weeks, days and phases of our lunar orb. We use seven days in the week, including the Sabbath rest after our labors, reflecting God’s division of time. This is also God’s blueprint for years. The seventh year is a Sabbath, or in Hebrew, “Shemitah” year. During this designated time, our fields are fallow so they may regenerate and replenish their vitality.

This author’s studies reveal those years when four blood moons (as the Hebrew calendar begins with two blood moons on both Passover and Sukkot, and ends with two more blood moons on these same feasts of Passover and Sukkot) occur during the same year that Israel recognizes as the Shemitah year – God moves with dramatic power. In the past 2,000 years this pattern has only occurred on eight highly historic occasions.

Seven cycles of weeks following Passover brings Pentecost. Accordingly, after seven cycles of Shemitah years, comes the year of Jubilee. That succeeding day or year after this seasonal cycle of seven segments reminds us of the coming harvest.

These Shemitah years have been concurrently used by God to shake and reshape the affairs of man. God intentionally set apart these times to release slaves, cancel debts, and cease from planting. The Shemitah year, as with the Sabbath day, establish sacred seasons. When the Shemitah year coincides with four blood moons as it does during 2014-2015, the Lord performs wondrous signs – in heaven and on earth.

All this prepares us for God’s revelation. The year after the Shemitah year is the first year in a new cycle. This is when we celebrate firstfruits. This is when the Lord prepares something new that grows out of the shaking at the climax of the Shemitah year.

As we take our first steps into this Shemitah year, may the blood moon over the fast-approaching Sukkot draw our attention to Yeshua, our Firstfruits. Prepare yourself for these sacred dates, times, and seasons. The Lord is doing a new thing. The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of His Hands [Psalm 19:1]. Rejoice!
