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Crossbred
Having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever (1 Peter 1:23).


We are all crossbred. There are no pure bloodlines all the way back to Adam. All the sin and the spirits attached to our previous relatives accompany us when we are born. Yes, we are born “innocent,” but we still carry the corruptible seed of our family’s generational sins. The bloodlines of each of our families transcend current generations. 
Let’s look at the account of the gentile, Moabite woman Ruth. She accompanied her mother-in-law Naomi as she returned to her native Israel. Ruth had been married to Naomi’s son, who suffered a tragic, premature death. Compelled to cross the River Jordan to honor Naomi’s bloodline, Ruth makes the decision to step away from her heritage.

Boaz takes up the mantle of kinsman redeemer and restores Naomi’s lost heritage. He does so by buying Naomi’s property and arranging to marry Ruth, thereby redeeming both Naomi and Ruth.

Out of this unlikely union of Jewish man and gentile woman from Moab, a nation beyond the boundaries of Israel, a son is brought forth named Obed. Obed sires Jesse, who fathers David, the future king of Israel. This mixed marriage births the bloodline of Messiah Yeshua! Jew and Gentile, one in Messiah!

A crossbred woman’s act of humility initiates the lineage of God’s Son. Just think of it, the Messiah of Israel, a nation set apart to glorify God, does not hail of strictly Jewish heritage!

All who follow Yeshua’s footstep will be crossbred. We not only receive His blood sacrifice, we are restored to wholeness by His work on the cross of affliction. Crossbred now carries new meaning. Crossbred supersedes our natural bloodline and points to our spiritual bloodline – reborn, refined, and redeemed by the shedding of our Savior’s pure blood.

Our sin led our Lord to His cross. We are His Firstfruits of righteousness. Born again. Born of His bloodline. Crossbred for glory!
