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Entrusted with God’s Wealth

As for every man to whom God has given riches and wealth, and given him power to eat of it, to receive his heritage and rejoice in his labor-this is the gift of God. [Ecclesiastes 5:19]

In all our prayers for God’s favor and provision, in all our supplications for better position and influence in our lives, how often do we consider what we have received? We have acquired much more than goods and services. We have been entrusted with God’s wealth!

What God has given us is immeasurable. Our requests for more must be weighed on the scale of necessity. Unless the things we ask for are pleasing to God we run the risk of ignoring our inheritance. In fact, what we ask for should be to give more!

When we give, our cheerfulness comes from being the firstfruits of God’s handiwork. We need to give as God has given to us. Our only hesitation for giving must be based upon the prompting of the Holy Spirit. For those of us who fully recognize we are dispensing God’s gifts to others, there is no rhyme or reason for being stingy.

Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God. [1 Corinthians 2:12]

Remember who the real Giver is, and when you give, give the way God has given unto you.
