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When the hour came, Yeshua reclined at the table, and the emissaries with Him. And He said to them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. For I tell you, I will never it eat again until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God. [Luke 22:14-16 TLV]

The hour came. The appointed time. The moment set before the foundation of the world. The One who was with God before He created this planet stepped down to earth. He lived without blemish to be our Sacrificial Lamb. In so doing, He stripped the world clean of its sin. 

From heaven He descended to earth to be born in the City of David. From life He briefly allowed death to take Him even lower – to the very depths of darkness. From his deceased state, he would take captivity captive. From hell below He was raised back to earth as the stone was rolled away. From the grave He arose from the dead to meet Mary in the garden. From His resurrected body He ascended from the Mount of Olives back to the sky!

All this for you and for me. Just as the angels descended and ascended on Jacob’s ladder, so has the way been made for us to make our way back to the Father through the perfect sacrifice. His life is the ransom paid for ours. Passover is God bringing heaven to earth. Prepare yourself.
God’s purpose for sending us His Son was to free us from bondage. This is the very same God who identified Himself in Exodus 20, “I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.” 

We all cry for freedom. We may suffer from low self-esteem, loneliness, misunderstanding, disease, fear of heights, and the list goes on. All of these are forms of bondage. Slavery goes far beyond illegal ownership.

Pesach reminds us in no uncertain terms that God’s plan for His children is for all of us to be set free. It’s why we were placed here. It’s why His Firstfruit came. It’s why He died and rose. It’s why He will rise again. God never stops setting us free.
Prepare yourself for Pesach!
