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HEARING HIs heart 
For He Himself is our peace [Ephesians 2:13].

Listening to the Father Heart of God is an exercise in wisdom, humility, and ultimately, obedience. Wading through the myriad of messages we receive from those who claim to know God is a daily exercise to maintain righteousness. It's just not possible to stay on track without learning how to hear His Spirit. We must listen.

There is a voice that beckons our attention flowing from the throne room. That voice needs no agenda attached to it. That voice has intention, but is not calculating. The words coming from the Father's heart are consistent with His loving personality. An agenda implies a motive to persuade man; God's motive impresses man to perceive Him. Man confines. God confides.

Knowing God means discovering His nature. God won't correct without cautioning first. He instructs us concerning His ways. His methods may be unpredictable, however they are not designed to injure His loved ones. He is our peace.

When an individual or group claims to speak God's authority, they step onto the center stage of human inspection. It takes minimal discernment to recognize that indiscriminate acts of violence, dissention, or ill repute are man's doing, not God's.

Can we find situations where God allows destruction? Most assuredly. Think of the flood, Sodom and Gomorrah, or the Angel of Death in Egypt. Certainly God may employ harsh methods. Without fail, warnings, signs, and prophetic intervention preceded these examples. These examples do not tarnish God's peaceful nature.

Hearing our Father's voice means listening to His love song poured out on His children. A person following God walks with the awareness of His lovingkindness saturating our thoughts, words and actions. Remember this when people question God's existence or sovereignty because of all the inequity surrounding us.

Remind everyone. God is the one who first loved us, sending Yeshua as the firstfruits of creation. Let's put Him first this New Year remembering: For God so loved the world that He sent His only begotten Son. These words remind us to hear our Father's loving heart of joy to the world, illuminating our pathway as we follow the One who is our peace.
