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The Right Choice
Isaiah Chapter 55 begins with a confusing statement:

“Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters; And you who have no money, come, buy and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost.” [Isaiah 55:1]
How can we buy without money? How do we pay for necessities without currency? Our minds cannot grasp this value system. The Lord gives us a scenario that seems to make no sense. Why would the Lord confound our thinking? God wants to teach us how to choose.

Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not satisfy? Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good, and you will delight in the richest of fare. [Isaiah 55:2]
The Lord begins to answer our questions by asking another question about the decisions we make. Continuing the analogy of eating, He offers “the richest of fare.” Here is an offer we cannot refuse. Our imaginations are now further engaged. God is moving on our hearts to partake of the best there is.
Give ear and come to me; listen, that you may live. I will make an everlasting covenant with you, my faithful love promised to David. [Isaiah 55:3]
A better promise is given than the first one. The Lord declares that making the right choice is much more than food – it’s life. How will the Lord fulfill this? God makes an eternal promise – His “faithful love” promise – to King David.
See, I have made him a witness to the peoples, a ruler and commander of the peoples. [Isaiah 55:4]
God reveals that His covenant with David displays His sovereignty.

Surely you will summon nations you know not, and nations you do not know will come running to you, because of the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, for he has endowed you with splendor.” [Isaiah 55:5]
The Lord is showing us a key reason He made an everlasting covenant with David. He is preparing the nations of the world to make the right choice and return to Israel. As the known nations of the world turn against Israel, nations Israel does not know will come to her. Consider this as we see the Spirit of the Lord drawing the First Nations of America to come up to Jerusalem.

You and I are now seeing the fruit and fulfillment of God’s covenant made twenty-seven centuries ago! Prepare yourself for the coming move of the Lord. We bring before our King the wave offering of Shavuot to celebrate the Firstfruits of Pentecost as He reigns on high and pours down the fresh fire of His Glory upon our generation of believers. Let’s go up to meet the Lord on Mount Zion. Make the Right Choice!

Seek the Lord while he may be found; call on him while he is near. [Isaiah 55:6]

What really catches me is the Lord’s plea to us after reminding us of His covenant promises. Seek Him! Call on Him! God is asking, even pleading with us, for a response. 
When we truly listen to what God is telling us, then we must respond. This message of the Gospel is of such immeasurable value that our life must change when we hear its meaning. To claim we hear God without changing our ways makes us double-minded. Anyone who hears these words and understands them will make the right choice.

“Remember these things, Jacob, for you, Israel, are my servant. I have made you, you are my servant; Israel, I will not forget you.” [Isaiah 44:1]
