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Strengthen Yourself in the Lord
Now David was greatly distressed, for the people spoke of stoning him, because the soul of all the people was grieved, every man for his sons and his daughters. But David strengthened himself in the Lord his God [1 Samuel 30:6].

Just what does, “David strengthened himself in the Lord his God,” mean?

In a nutshell, there are times when the only place we can go for help is directly to God Himself. Of course, explaining our situation to family or friends is recommended. It’s great to have people around when we are in need of counsel. Sometimes friendly advice just isn’t enough.

They spoke of stoning him. This is some serious trouble. David went to the only place he knew to get help. The ones who he might have turned to were the very ones murmuring of murder.

Why do we seek Yeshua? He is the sacrifice of atonement for our souls. He went through the trouble. He paid the price. He is our true protector and our friend. He is the firstfruit that speaks of a better word[Hebrews 12:24].

When you need help, turn to our Lord Yeshua. He awaits your beckoning. He wants to set things straight. He offers the strength of supernatural protection when we need it very most.
