When they kept asking Him, He stood up and said, “The sinless one among you, let him be the first to throw a stone at her.”
Judgment is the Lord’s business – not ours. Allow me to restate this. It’s ok to be discerning about problems, but that does not give us permission to harm others.

We live in a very broken world. It’s not hard to see people doing things wrong. But recognizing the errors of others is not license for us to act. Of course, we see problems. But there is far, far more going on in life than meets the eye. We need sensitivity training.
How often will we have to learn and relearn this lesson? It isn’t our discernment of eye or ear that’s at stake. The real issue is of the heart. And that requires a much deeper, patient examination than we normally want to administer.

The fact is, until Yeshua walked among us, we didn’t have the capacity to make an unbiased decision because we seldom, if ever, had seen righteousness walked out.

This is the reason for firstfruits. We won’t see God’s plan until we see God’s person. For those of us who have seen God’s Chosen One, Yeshua, we have a high calling, an obligation, to walk in the Spirit.
The world needs to see Yeshua. That’s why He chose you and me. It’s easy to pick up a stone and threaten someone. It takes faith and maturity to tell others to put their stones down, but that’s what God asks us to do. Be sensitive, and teach others to do the same.

We are the ones God wants to use to teach His children. Be sensitive to Him. Then be sensitive to others. Put down your stone, and teach others to do the same.
