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Discernment

Now a natural man does not accept the things of the Ruach Elohim (Spirit of God), for they are foolishness to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually discerned. But the one who is spiritual discerns all things, and he himself is discerned by no one

 [1Corinthians 2:14-15].

Learning how to walk in the Spirit allows a redeemed soul to see into the realm of Heaven. That’s right, there is a spiritual sensitivity given to believers that is not available to the “natural man.”

Once we accept Yeshua as Lord and Savior, Ruach Elohim (Spirit of God) begins to lift the veils of dimness from our eyes, deafness from our ears, and dullness from our hearts.
Supernaturally we discern what people are thinking, what they are about to say and do. No, we are not given insight into everything that is transpiring in the realm of the Kingdom of God, but gain access to some of it.

The Word of God reveals we are gaining a level of spiritual wisdom that others don’t recognize. In fact, upon receiving discernment, the natural person can’t figure out how or why we are given such knowledge and insight.

What’s more, if we tell folks how we learned about things, they may not believe that this is God’s doing. The rational mind of the “natural man” will look for some other explanation that satisfies his/her sense of values.

Discernment is a unique way our heavenly Father grants His children gifts of His Spirit. This gift accompanies the firstfruits of the Ruach Elohim.

Use this discernment with care to change our world. And give our God all the glory, as He daily makes this supernatural perception available for us to employ and enjoy.

Ask God what He is revealing to you this day.
