We request that each and every individual accept upon him/ herself, at the onset of this Shabbat, to dedicate the day of Shabbat Kodesh Parashat Toldot (Erev Rosh Chodesh Kislev) as a day of unconditional love, a day on which to refrain from divisive and argumentative conversation and from speaking any lashon hara (slander) or rechilut (gossip).
