Exuberance 

An Exuberant Declaration of Faith:
Psalm 27 - A Psalm of David
The Lord is my light and my salvation;
Whom shall I fear? The Lord is the strength of my life;
 Of whom shall I be afraid?

Exuberance is the state of ecstatic joy. Think on how we express ourselves when the best of all possible outcomes actually takes place. What do we exclaim when all our dreams come true? How enthusiastic are we when we win? When we conquer? When we are released?

One’s revelation of God brings us to the highest conceivable place of joy. There is no higher place. There is no greater awareness than our discovery of God’s love and His unparalleled plan of salvation.

Observe the manner in which King David declares his faith in God. He describes the highest attributes of God – His light and His salvation. Even more profound, they are revealed in the possessive sense – my light and my salvation. This is personal.

Ultimately David proclaims, “The Lord is the strength of my life. This all-encompassing statement identifies God as the One who holds us secure. Again the psalmist asks, “Of whom shall I be afraid?” The unavoidable response is, “No one!” Is there any higher expression of freedom?

These simple statements are not just commentary. They are explosive revelations concerning the personhood and protection of God. This psalm demands to be read with deep conviction of faith. The author means his declaration. There is no holding back.

When Yeshua came as the Firstfruits of creation, God didn’t reserve anything. We got His best. We received His Word in the flesh. That’s as good as it gets. This is the victory that overcomes the world [1 John 5:4].
