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Standing on the Rock
Then the Lord said, “There is a place near me where you may stand on a rock. When my glory passes by, I will put you in a cleft in the rock and cover you with my hand until I have passed by. [Exodus 33:21-22]

Moses had come down from Mount Sinai with the Two Tablets of Testimony in hand, only to find Israel worshipping the golden calf. Moses was shaken and dismayed with his people. In his anger he broke the tablets.

A short time later he returns to the Mountain of God. Moses finds himself in between a rock and a hard place. He knows God is not pleased with Israel. And Israel wasn’t honoring him, although he was their leader. He was trying to follow God’s directions, but his people were not following him.
Every spiritual leader faces this dilemma at some time. Moses wanted God’s reassurance. He needed to know The Lord was going to help him. As frustrated as he was with his people, Moses shows us the type of relationship God wants to have with His children. God says He is pleased with Moses. Then he asks God to do something remarkable, “Now show me your glory.”

The Lord’s response tells us so much of His desire to be close to us. God calls Moses near to Him. “There is a place near me where you may stand on a rock.”

Our Father longs to get as close as He can to Moses. He feels the same way about you and me. He says there is a place near Him. That place is where we stand on a rock – that rock is more than stone, that rock represents Yeshua.

God’s desire to be close to humanity was made evident in the Old Testament. When Yeshua paid the ransom price to redeem you and me, the wall of separation that prevented God from being close was torn apart.

Yeshua is the firstfruits. He is the forerunner of heaven’s harvest. He is the lifter of our heads. He lifts us up so we can get as close to heaven as possible while we are still here on earth. As we lift Yeshua, He lifts us to see God’s Glory!
