Surely I will pour out my spirit on you; I will make my words known to you. Proverbs 1:23

God gives us His very best. Nothing held back. Pressed down, shaken together, overflowing into the bosom of your garments [Luke 6:38]. Overflowing, that’s what poured out means.

I encourage you to pour yourself out. It’s what He did for us, so we can do it for others.

Be the Firstfruits of creation by pouring out the immeasurable, overflowing, grace-filled life that God has poured into you – that the world would know that Yeshua has come.
