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Breath of Life
And the Lord formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being  [Genesis 2:7].

From humanity’s first breath until now God has been revealing His plan of salvation for His created ones. He created Adam from the dust of the earth and breathed the breath of life into him.

Without breath there would be no life in us. God has done more than just create life. When He breathed into us, He filled our life with His Holy Spirit – His Ruach – His Breath.
