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Do Not Worry
But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you. Therefore, do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about its own things. Sufficient for the day is its own trouble.  [Matthew 6:33-34] 
In a broken world, worry is inevitable. In fact, when we weigh all the problems around us, it seems impossible to not worry. Why then would the Lord tell us not to worry?
